current Australian Government policy has seen the delayed rollout of a weaker multi-technology NBN mix, along with a cost blow-out of up to $15 billion, which has resulted in a lack of access to the NBN in the Canberra CBD and Canberra’s regions and suburbs being split by a “digital divide”; and
