Review of provisions about covert surveillance outside workplace


(1)
The Minister must review the operation of this Act, as amended by the Workplace Privacy Amendment Act 2016 (the amending Act), in relation to the operation of provisions about covert surveillance outside a workplace. 


(2)
The review must be started as soon as practicable 2 years after the commencement of the amending Act.


(3)
The Minister must present a report of the review to the Legislative Assembly within 6 months after the day the review is started.


(4)
This section expires 4 years after the day it commences.
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
