
INQUIRY INTO HOUSING – GUIDANCE DOCUMENT

In March 2017 the Planning and Urban Renewal Committee resolved to undertake an inquiry into housing in the ACT. The terms of reference can be found here: http://www.parliament.act.gov.au/in-committees/standing-committees-current-assembly/standing-committee-on-planning-and-urban-renewal/inquiry-into-housing.
This inquiry will look at the interaction of population growth, housing affordability, housing diversity and design, consumer behaviour and the suburban and environmental impact of residential development in the ACT. They will also look at best practice in managing this interaction in other jurisdictions. 
In conducting this inquiry the Committee will consider any relevant matter but has drawn on some areas of interest including:
· existing housing diversity and the demand for different housing types;

· the general effects and implications of suburban infill, housing in centres, land release and greenfield developments

· how suburban infill, housing in centres, land release and greenfield developments affect:

· housing affordability;

· diversity of housing stock;

· the environment;

· suburban amenity and aesthetic;

· cumulative impact; and
· infrastructure and service delivery costs.
· the effectiveness of existing regulation and zoning in encouraging:

· sustainable, high quality housing design sympathetic with the environment, site and broader amenity;

· development that accords with community expectation and needs;

· housing affordability; and
· diversity of housing stock.
and what the barriers are to achieving any of these.
