New inquiry into endometriosis and other pelvic pain conditions

The Standing Committee on Social Policy has announced it will be undertaking an inquiry into endometriosis and other pelvic pain conditions.

The Chair of the Committee, Mr Thomas Emerson MLA, said, ‘One in seven women in Australia suffer from endometriosis, with an average delay to diagnosis of six and a half years, and one in four report pelvic pain affects their ability to undertake daily activities.’

‘This disease can affect all parts of the body and cause a range of symptoms from pain to infertility. The Committee will investigate its prevalence and impact on the community, the treatments options and barriers, and invites submissions from affected individuals as well as medical and policy specialists.’
