The person must remain at the place where the alcohol screening test is being carried out until the test is completed in accordance with the police officer’s directions.


(1B)
In addition, if an alcohol screening device is not immediately available and the police officer has reasonable cause to suspect that the person has alcohol in the person’s body, the police officer may direct the person to remain at the place where the alcohol screening test is to be carried out for the time (not exceeding 30 minutes) reasonably necessary for an alcohol screening device to be made available and the test to be completed.
Example—screening device not immediately available

there is no working screening device at the place where the test is to be carried out

In addition, if a drug screening device is not immediately available and the police officer has reasonable cause to suspect that the person has a drug in the person’s body, the police officer may direct the person to remain at the place where the drug screening test is to be carried out for the time (not exceeding 30 minutes) reasonably necessary for a drug screening device to be made available and the test to be completed.
