The Australian Capital Territory Supreme Court (Transfer) Act 1992 was passed by the Federal Parliament and came into force on 1 July 1992, thus relinquishing the Commonwealth's direct responsibility for the administration of justice in the ACT.

The Electoral (Amendment) Bill 1993 was passed on 21 April 1994, providing for a new electoral system based on Hare-Clark. The Public Sector Management Bill 1994 was passed on 22 June 1994, establishing a separate ACT Government Service (later called ACT Public Service).
