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ANSWER TO QUESTION TAKEN ON NOTICE 

DURING PUBLIC HEARINGS

Asked by Mr Jeremy Hanson on 26 June 2014:  Mr Simon Corbell MLA took on notice the following question(s):

In relation to: Liquor fees
(JACS #3)
MR HANSON: In 2010; you might not have these figures now, but the total amount of revenue from the fees and licensing that we get now, that was the latest figure, compared to the figure immediately preceding the change to the laws. So, whether that be in 2009, I assume it was; so, I just want to try and get a view of the quantum of the change in fees and licensing. Is the government collecting more, is it collecting less and how much?  Now, I know that there is a CPI element to that obviously, but I would just like to try and get a grasp of, you know, back in 2009 fees and licensing the quantum was X and it is now Y and what are those two figures?  Could you—I do not know if you have got those available now or whether you would have to take on notice.

Mr Corbell: Look, I will take the detail of it on notice, Mr Hanson, because I will just get the figures done accurately for you. But just a general observation is that before 2009 alcohol licensing—before 2010 I beg your pardon—alcohol licensing in the territory was cheap. You could run a nightclub and pay, you know, maybe $1,000 or so for a liquor license, and you can certainly ran an off-licence at much less than that. 

Mr Simon Corbell MLA:  The answer to the Member’s question is as follows:– 

1) The Liquor Act 2010 commenced on 1 December 2010.

2) In the 2009-10 financial year, revenue from liquor licenses and permits was approximately $1.4m.
3) The 2010-11 Budget provided additional funding for ACT Policing to inspect and enforce the responsible service of alcohol practises in licensed premises and for the Office of Regulatory Services to support the new liquor reforms. The additional funding provided in 2010-11 totalled $1.264m (part year) increasing in 2011-12 (full year) to $1.642m (ongoing and indexed). Associated with this initiative, the 2010-11 Budget included the introduction of a risk-based liquor licensing system, with estimated additional revenue budget of $1.250m in 2010-11 (part year) and $1.876m in 2011-12 providing a total estimated revenue budget for liquor licences and permits of approximately $3.3m.


4) In the 2010-11 financial year revenue from liquor licences and permits was approximately $2.4m 
5) In the 2011-12 financial year revenue from liquor licences and permits was approximately $3.1m.

6) In the 2012-13 financial year revenue from liquor licences and permits was approximately $3.2m.
