smoking rates had improved but further efforts were required to reduce rates particularly amongst Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islanders;

chronic conditions accounted for approximately 80% of the total burden of disease and injury in the ACT, with cancer and cardiovascular disease among the leading disease categories;

(vi)
the disease burden from chronic diseases is expected to increase over the next decade, largely due to an ageing population and changes in lifestyle; and

(vii)
approximately one third of the overall disease burden can be attributed to largely preventable risk factors that impact adversely on the incidence and prevalence of many chronic conditions; and

the importance of healthy lifestyles and preventative health strategies in reducing the burden of disease and injury on the community; and
