The Minister for Education and Training:  The answer to the Member’s question is as follows:– 

The program “C3-2J98 Certificate III in Automotive Mechanical Technology” was delivered in 2013 with a target of 52,700 training hours.  Changes to the national Training Package have resulted in this activity being moved into three new programs for 2014.  These are:


C3-TC37 Certificate III in Light Vehicle Mechanical Technology


C3-TC39 Certificate III in Heavy Commercial Vehicle Technology


C3-TC40 Certificate III in Mobile Plant Technology

Details of these programs are on pages 33 and 34 of CIT’s Statement of Intent.
