Shane Rattenbury MLA:  The answer to the Member’s question is as follows:– 

1. The $500,000 will target high priority maintenance issues to improve safety across a broad range of play elements.  

2. Funding requirements will be considered in future budgets to deliver strategic upgrades to the existing asset base and ensure the improvements target current community needs whilst also allowing a degree of flexibility to accommodate future change.

4. The funds will not be allocated to playgrounds rather it will be used to address high priority maintenance issues relating to safety in specific play elements eg a rocker within a playground. The funding has not yet been allocated to specific play elements.
