MS LAWDER: To ask the Minister for the Environment and Climate Change—

(1) What assumptions has the ACT Government used to calculate future electricity costs.
(2) Have the effects of the abolition of the carbon tax been updated and reflected in future pricing estimates; if so, can you provide pricing assumptions used.
(3) What effect, if any, did the recent volatile wholesale electricity prices in South Australia have on ACT electricity prices; if no effect, why not.
(4) Which State electricity price has or would have the greatest impact on ACT electricity pricing and why.
(5) What is the current market price of all large-scale generation certificates (LGCs) held by the ACT Government based on today's price and how many LGCs does that equate to as at today's date.
(6) Is the ACT Government’s claim that retail electricity prices in the ACT will stabilise or reduce based on either (a) South Australia pool prices, (b) New South Wales pool prices as used by the Independent Competition and Regulatory Commission in its retail price determination or (c) some other pool price; if so, can you provide details.
(7) AP2: A new climate change strategy and action plan for the Australian Capital Territory asserts that choosing renewable energy options lower exposure to volatile carbon offset markets. Do carbon offset markets provide lower or higher prices per unit of abatement.
(8) What is the total cost of CO2 abatement to the ACT's electricity users.
(9) How much will the reverse auction cost the ACT over the next 20 years.
