3. nearly three-quarters were not wearing a sun safe hat for their entire period of time at the playground;
3. over 80 percent believe it is important to model sun smart behaviours; and
3. 93 percent stated a desire for government supported sun safety messaging at playgrounds to reinforce and support good sun safety practices by parents/adults and the child/children in their care;
0. there is significant room for improvement in the use of sun safe hats and sunscreen for adults in ACT playgrounds; and
0. improved sun smart messaging would provide a public health benefit for dermatology and skin cancer prevention strategies; and
1. calls on the ACT Government to explore opportunities to convey sun smart/sun safety messaging—for parents and caregivers as well as children—in ACT playgrounds through:
1. murals painted by local artists; and/or
1. posters and other forms of signage.
