I am writing to respond to Scrutiny Report 1 of the Standing Committee on Justice and Community Safety in its Legislative Scrutiny Role (‘the Committee’), which examined Disallowable Instrument DI2016-198 Road Transport (Public Passenger Services) Maximum Taxi Fares for NSW Taxis in ACT Region Determination 2016 (the Instrument).  

I thank the Committee for its comments and provide the following in response. 

The Committee has identified an issue with regard to the disapplication of section 47(5) of the Legislation Act 2001 in the Instrument.  I agree with the Committee that the provision cannot be disapplied by a note.  Ongoing quality assurance measures will work to mitigate a reoccurrence of this oversight. 
In accordance with advice from Parliamentary Counsel’s Office, I am revising the Instrument to address this issue by disapplying the Legislation Act provision via a clause rather than a note.
I trust this response addresses the Committee’s comments in relation to the Instrument.  I thank the Committee again for its comments and for its acknowledgement of the work undertaken to improve explanatory statements and incorporate Committee guidance.
