the plan was highly flawed with costs of small schools over-stated and the savings from the closures overestimated;

10 years on, we have a number of schools in those same areas now over capacity, no measurable benefits from the closures, students placed in temporary classrooms and parents scrambling to find places for their pre-school children; and

despite three Education Ministers holding the portfolio since Mr Barr, the problems continue; and

acknowledge that many ACT schools are at or near capacity and need upgrade;
